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WARC is currently hosting a group of 35 students led by five instructors and facilitators. The group arrived here on March 12 after a month study tour in New York City first and then another one in Delhi, India. 
This short-term study abroad of the International Honors Program (IHP) entitled Cities in the 21st Century will focus on the Senegalese capital city Dakar and other urban areas in the country from March 12 to April 11 before flying out to Buenos Aires, Argentina, for another month of study and discovery of that Latin American city.

 

WARC, indeed, prides itself with being a haven for young American students engaged in study abroad programs here in Senegal. With the students who spent the Fall semester 2010 here and those who are currently in Dakar for the Spring semester (from the University of Minnesota, Michigan State University, Wells College, Mount Holyoke College study abroad programs etc...) 

and those expected to spend weeks with us in the early Summer 2011(from Saginaw Valley State University and the State University of New York - Buffalo) WARC will host over 120 American students for the 2010-2011 academic year. 
Several young scholars from US universities are also currently conducting research work in Senegal with an affiliation with the West African Research Center.
