As part of the meeting of the World Social Forum in the senegalese capital, Dakar, in February 6 - 11, 2011, a panel discussion was held at the West African Research Center on Wednesday February 9 to discuss the topic "Race, Nation et Citoyennete dans la Diaspora (Race, Nation and Citizenship in the Black Diaspora).
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The panel, which was chaired by distinguished professor Boubacar Barry (Department of History, University Cheikh Anta Diop), featured five speakers from Senegal, Brazil and Portugal all of whom are prominent researchers and scholars who have extensively published on diasporic issues and the relations between Africa and the parts of its original populations scattered in the four corners of the world.
