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In collaboration with the West African Research Center (WARC), the Senegalese Women's (Conseil Sénégalais des Femmes - COSEF) organized in the premises of the Center on Thursday October 20th, a ceremony to launch their three new publications on gender parity in Senegal.  

All three publications are entitled "Combats pour la parité" (fight for gender parity) but with different subtitles:

3-Actes du Séminaire d'élaboration d'un modèle de loi sur la parité (Proceedings of the Seminar on the Drafting of a Model Bill on Parity) 

The ceremony featured two of the many authors who contributed to writing those publications, Kiné Diop, president of COSEF since 2009 and Fatou Kiné Camara, professor of political science at University Cheikh Anta Diop and an active member of the Council. 

Both authors, during their presentations, emphasized the role COSEF played during the campaign for male-female parity. Indeed, Professor Camara recalled that, after a seminar they held  in 2007 and which aimed at brainstorming ideas on how to implement male-female equality in Senegal, the members of COSEF with the help of eminent lawyers, experts on  Sereer, Wolof  and Diola traditions, came up with a bill . After a long campaign, a lot of sacrifices and a merciless fight, the draft law was finally presented to the senate and successfully passed. 

In her contribution, Mrs Diop reminded the audience of the reasons why they wrote these publications. She said they wanted to inform people about the campaign, show the amazing work they did and may be inspire young generation to keep up the fight for gender parity. 
All the ladies who look the floor unanimously praised WARC for the various events held at the Center over the last years in support of Senegalese and West African women’s empowerment. 
This beautiful ceremony highly colored by Senegalese female elegance was enhanced by the presence of the Mrs Aida Mbodj, Minister in charge of women, children and the family. 
It was attended also by over 100 participants, including government officials, many former women cabinet members, Cosef partners and members, academics, students and reporters.
