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The book was presented and dedicated at WARC on Saturday, January 7 from 4pm to 8pm with Professor Ibrahima Thioub, Department of History (UCAD)) presiding and constitutional law professor Demba Sy (UCAD) in charge of presenting the book to the audience.
 
In his presentation, Professor Sy emphasized that from 1962 (two years after Senegal became independent) to the present, the national constitution was modified 37 times with respectively 20 revisions under Presidents Senghor and Diouf (over 40 years) and 17 under President Wade (after 12 years). The panelists and the audience unanimously noted that, in most cases, such revisions were introduced in order to solve 
prevailing and circumstantial political               dilemmas or to settle personal disputes among national political leaders.
 
The debates underscored the need to develop, among national political leaders, a frugal approach to constitutional changes as a way to further entrench Senegalese democracy.
 
The event was attended by top political figures including future presidential candidates and prominent leaders of the Senegalese civil society as well as retired government senior officers, scholars, researchers, students and journalists who extensively covered the book presentation and dedication in the local print and electronic media.
 
With the 150 attendees present that day, the WARC premises proved a little bit small to accommodate everybody.
