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The book presented and dedicated at Warc on this day of Friday, November 4, 2011, is the result of joint efforts made by monks and priests from the Keur Moussa monastery(Senegal) such as Father Ange-Marie Niouky, Father Michel Robert; Professor Alberto Kaly and Father Justin Boissy with a postface by Father Pierre Tine.
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It is one of the rare books devoted to the small community of people primarily established in the senegalese southern region of Casamance and in neighboring Guinea-Bissau and called either Brames or Mancagnes.
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Although very small in number, they are a resilient group whose traditional beliefs and practices have survived over time and the various efforts made by the christian church and moslem 
religious leaders to convert them to one of those two universal religions.

 This was amply and beautifully demonstrated by the two speakers of the day: professor Aloyse-Raymond Ndiaye, former dean of the faculty of arts and letters and professor Djibril Samb, former deputy dean of the same faculty and former director of Ifan, University Cheikh Anta Diop.

 

In his short statement, Father Niouky explained that by writing the book he was simply performing a natural duty for a monk whose mission on earth includes also chronicling the history, traditions and values of human groups to save their memory and heritage.

 


The event was attended by a large assistance of 132 people including several senior members of the catholic church such as the Vatican ambassador to Senegal, former and current government senior officials, members of the Mancagne community, journalists, students, researchers and members of the larger public.
